1. Acknowledge and accept your pain and hurt without condoning, excusing,
and justifying them or their sources.
2. Confess the anger, bitterness, and resentment towards God and towards
those who hurt you.
3. Refrain from vengeance, demonization, and dehumanization of your
Oppressor.
4. Surrender your pain and hurts to God and pray for the healing of your soul.
5. Trust God for the transformation of your perpetrator and be open to the
miracle of forgiveness.
6. Be intentional in pursuing reconciliation and restoration of broken
relationships.
7. Overcome evil with good and move on with the joy of the Lord as your
strength.
