Two Natures of the Church
3 John

In 3 John we read about two men, Gaius and Diotrephes. Gaius is
walking in truth, building up the church and showing hospitality to
missionaries. Diotrephes is walking in lies, tearing down the church
and causing division. So often, the church is a living contradic-
tion...glorious and messy at the same time. But how we respond to
that reveals whether or not the Gospel has truly penetrated our own
hearts and minds.

What is baptism?

Baptism and the Lord’s Supper are the two ordinances that Christ
instituted for us to observe until He returns. Baptism is the public
identification of a believer in Jesus Christ celebrated by immersing one into
water. TBC has traditionally celebrated baptism in an outdoor service at the
beginning and end of the summer.

Why be baptized?

- Commanded by our Lord (Matt 28:19)
- An opportunity to publicly profess Christ before others (Matt 10:32)
- To follow the example of Christ who was baptized (Matt 3:13-17)

Who should be baptized?

- New believers in Jesus Christ. If you have recently accepted Jesus Christ
as your personal Savior this is an opportunity to publicly declare your new
found faith!

- Older believers who were baptized before they accepted Jesus Christ as
their Lord and Savior.

- Children? If a child has trusted Christ as Lord and Savior and,
after discussion with parents and pastor, understands the purpose and
significance of baptism, we ‘encourage participation. If your child is
younger, please come to the baptismal service to allow him to witness this
special celebration,

Mode of baptism:

At Temple Bible Church we baptize by immersion. The Greek word for baptism
comes out of the textile industry and is used most frequently to refer to a piece
of cloth that has been dyed (baptized). That cloth is now associated with or
identified with it's new color. Therefore, when we perform baptism we immerse
the person being baptized.
